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Y Chromosome Testing

In addition to the standard DNA test (offered at £90 plus VAT) UK
DonorLink is able to offer male registrants (donor conceived males and
male genetically related siblings) the option of an additional Y
chromosome test. This is offered at a rate of £120 (plus VAT) - both
tests costing £210 (plus VAT).

DNA profiling is based on the analysis of Short Tandem Repeats
(STRs); repeated sequence is usually 4 units of DNA. STR analysis is
widely used for DNA genotyping for forensic and relationship
applications due to its sensitivity and discriminatory capacity.

Y STR DNA profiling utilises a DNA test specific to the Y chromosome,
which is present only in males and inherited directly on the family line
from father to son. Y chromosome STRs are now widely accepted to
help solve family relationship cases where they can offer valuable
evidence particularly where some members (eg father) are not
available for tests.

The UK DonorLink laboratory has validated a set of 17 STR
Chromosome DNA tests which will essentially distinguish between
unrelated men (or related men where the relationship is not through
the male line) and related men through the male line. The 17 loci are
well categorized and fully accepted in the scientific community.

UK DonorlLink are happy to be contacted for further discussion about
the standard DNA test and the optional Y chromosome test. Both the
standard and optional tests utilize DNA information from one DNA
sample. Only one DNA sample need be taken. The Y chromosome
test is offered only in conjunction with the standard test.
